PIIRPOSE OF JUVENILE.COURT STATISTICS

Juvenile-court judges, probation officers, and otirers concerned
with delinquenc)- and dependency are without adequate statistical
informatiori indicatine tliLe extent and nature of ihese nroblems.
tr'ederal statistics of Sirths and deaths are ar-ailable to the public-
heal th rvorkcr .  nrr t l  o f  manufacture,  t rade,  and agr icu l ture io  the
business man and the farmer, but no plan has vet been developed
for the collection on a national scale of'statistics"of dependency and
delinauencv

The Uniied States Bureau of the Census at intervals of approx-
imately 10 .veals publishes statistics of rlependenr children and-a'dults
under t l re  care of  inst i lu t ions and agencies,  of  juveni le  del inquents in
institutions, and of adult prisoners; but lacii of uniformit-y in the
records of the orEanizations which furnish the information and re-
liance upon correspondence as & means of obtaining information
because of limited funds make the statistics, parti-cularly those
relatinE to dependency, only roushly indicatire of volume ancl trends.
No attimpt i i  made 6;' the Bure"au of thc' Census to obiain sta[istics
concerning, juveni le  del inquents deal t .  wi th by thc cour ts  in  other
wavs tnan bv commrLment 10 lnstttut.rons.

ihe Juvenile-Court Standarcis draftecl by a committee anoointed
by the Children's Burean and adopted br' a conference hei<i under
the joint auspices of the Children's^Ilureair and the National Proba-
tion Association contain the follo.n'ing recommendations:

The court should cornpile anrrualh' statistical information which will shorv the
p rob lems  dea l l  w i t h  and ' t he  resu l l s .

In order that it may be possible to compiie information covering a period of
years and to compare the rvork of oee court n'ith that of otirers i1 is essential
that uniform terrninology and methods of statistical tabulatir-rrr and presentation
of fundamental items be agreed upon. 81- this means onll,' can significant socral
data concerning the preventicn and treatrnent of jur.enile definquenc3- and
neglect be obl,aincd.t

Commnnitv programs for the safeguarding of children and young
people corrld be planned much more inteiligeittl- and economicitiy iT
i t  r i -ere possib le ' to  compare t l re  del inquinev r r tes in  lergc c i t ies,
small torins, and lural ar6as;in communities l,: i th good schoo-l attend-
ance and child labol lau's r,vell enforcecl and in'-'communities with
poor laws, baclly administerecl; in communities rvith rvell-organized
ind those rvitli poorlv organizecl facilities for recreation; ii com-
munities $'here la*.s for th6 protection of cliiltlren and young people
are effectirely aclministerocl' aud in communitics whbre thcy are
seldom enforiecl: in cornmunities l'here famil}. distress is promptly

communit ies in 'h"r 'e the jur-eni le court  is ar lequately staffed and
eqrr ipped rnd in commurr l t ies'n-here the staff  is poorly paid, or-er-
rvorked. and s- i thout resources for scieni i f ic stur[ \ -  lnd treatment of
the chi ldrcn

Juvenile-court statistics of dclincuency are an index of the volume
of delinquency cases in any giren aiea that are considered sufficiently
serious to require official"oi unofficiai court action: thev can never
reflect the en^tire clelinquency problem, since many'diffiiult cliiidren
are dealt rvittr bv individuals and aEencies u'ithout recourse to the
court. Neverthejess, changes in the"juvenile-court delinquency rate
from vear to vear in the United States as a whole and in different
sections of the countrv would be a valuable index of social conditions
and of the results of Liritd-rvelfare actirities.

Statistics of dependency and neglect as dealt rvith by juvenile
courts reouire caieful anilvsis beciuse in some States ilebendent
children aie receivecl br- public deDartments direct {rom paients or
suardians without couit 

'commitnient. 
whereas in other 

^States 
all

dependent children aided br- the public must be committed through
th6 iuvenile court. Howev"er, su6h statistics would be of value aid
could be interpreted in the light of variations in State laws and in
the amount of private provisi-on for dependent children.

In 1914 Flexrier and Baldwin-in their book on juvenile courts and
probation, the report of a special committee of the National Proba-
tion Association-called attention to the fact that "as yet there is no
statistical material from iuvenile courts that afiords a basis for
definite, well-founded comiarisons between different courts and dif-
ferent communities." A riation-u'ide survey of courts hearing chil-
dren's cases in the year 1918 made by the Children's Bureau th-=rough
the questionnaire method revealed the chaotic condition of juvenil-e-
courf  stat ist ics and the impossibi l i tv of  obtaining comparable data
eren for the courts rvi thin a singte S[ate, not to mint ion thc country
as a rvhole. A later studv of f0 courts'in larse cities made bv th-e
Children's Bureau shorvecithat. except for a feil 'of the most obrious
items, there was no general agreemen^t as to the unit of tabulation or
the classifications to be used in statistical presentation. It was,
therefore. impossible to make an1- but the most general use of [he
statistical material available.2

Since 1922 the National Probation Association has had a committee
on records and statistics which has been devising record forms and
has made three reports at annual meetings of the association. In
1923 this committee formulated the follow-ing statement of the pur-
poses of juvenile and other social court statistics:

1. To furnish an index of the Eeneral nature and extent of the problems which
are broueht before the court off i"cial lv and unoff icial lv.

2. To'shoiv the extent anrl  kinds 6f serviee given 6y the eourt in sueh a way
that significant trends in methods of treatment and important facts with refer-
ence to scone and voiume of work mav be brought out.

3. To point out significant factors i'hich conTribute to the causation of plqb-
lems that come befoie the court in sucb a \t'ay as to throw light on possibilities
of correction and prevention.

4. To show the extent to which service given by the court has been efiective in
correcting social -pr_oblems, according to'some definite -"u.ur"-oi .u."".. o,
ta,Uure, to the end that possibi l i t ies and l imitat ions of methods may be revealed
and neeessary changes or reenforcements indicated

Th-e committee pointed out that the information comprisecl under
1 and 2 consti tutes a minimum that should be gathered bv ai l  courts
on B, uniform basis and cast, in such form that ii may be 6omparable
from year to year for the same court, for different aieas, and'f;i ihu
country at large. studies bearing upon p-oints B and 4 involve the
Keeping oI adequate case records and r,an be undertaken \ritlr profrt
only when facilities for research are available.B

In_1925,-after a yeat"s stucly, the committee completed a set of
standard blanks fof the use of probation o.ffi.cers hahdlinE iuvenile
cases. The blanks consist of a face sheet, a child,s historj, iheet, a
f,aqilf investigation.sheet, and a record bf supen-ision. "Th"y ur"
desrgned to cover the complete reeord of a c]rild's case from tho
date of the first complaint to tire end of the probationary sunervision.

.An increasing nudrber of Strtes are vesting in some'cenlral bocly
aclv_lsory or supervisorr po\\'ers with reference to iuvenile courts anil
probation. -\pou! a thiid of the states have mdde some provision
for assrsta_nce try State departments in the devclopment of iuvenile_
court work. State age_ncies having authorit.y to require reforts are
in a position to contiibute greatli' to the tioo"*"rli for ribtainine
better luvemle-court statistics and a more adequate evaluation of thE
work being done. A State .lggncy gan ob-tain i far greater degree of
unrform,rty and accuracy within a State than now eiists by a<Ivisins
tn tle planning of reeord systems and record forms, devisirig the besi
methocls for the current entr.y of statistical material on tallv sheets
or on cards, as_sisting in the fbrmulation of definitions and cl"assifica-
trons, and checking the accuracy of the-statistical returns. Moreover,
through exchange of .informa-tion with agencies of other States and
wrtn natlonal egencres-, unrformity on a nation_wide scale, in a
measure at, least, may be obtained-.

The juvenile court is a public institution expendinE each vear larse
sums of money and dealing with vital sociil prob-l**.. "ft h;;-;
nlstory ot -more than 25 )'e&rs, and it now should be in a position
t?rough adequate statistical and case records to conserve the lessons
oI expenence and to measure the results accomplished. public in-
terest requires_ at-least that minimum amount of stock taking which
wrll show for the States and for the united States the volume ,if luve-nile delinquency and dependency dealt witrr by courts anJlh" -odiroa.
ot treatment employed. This requires agreement as to the unit of
measu,rement,"generally accepted-definitions of the terms used, the
comprlatron of statistical material by competent Dersons. and the
services of central coordinating agencies (stirte and national) which
can,promote unifolmity and efficiency in statistical processes, exercise
readershrp. rn the developlgt, of definiti,ons and classi-fications, and
assemble, rnterpret, and publish statistical material from the difierent
courts.

CHARACTERISTICS OF ADEQUATE STATISTICS AND METHODS
BY WHICH THEY MAY BE OBTAINED

If iuvenile-court statistics are to be comparable as between courts
and over a neriod of t-ears, Eeneral agreement must be hnd on the
followins points: (l) Cises inc"luded, (ZI t ime period covered, (3) facts
presente"d, and (4) definit ions of terms used. Differences tlrat can not
be elminated because of difierences in jurisdiction and legal definition
ihould be allowed for in interpreting th'e figures; to make this possible,
the statistics of each court should"be acc"ompanied b.y statements of
age iurisdiction, legal definit ions of such terds as " delinquent, clri l t l  "
aid"" dependent c-hild," and statement of policv with reference to
eliminatibn of trivial comr;laints and unoff.cial adiustment of cases.

Adequate statistics rest upon the completeness and accuracy of
court r 'ecords and the preparation of stati it ics by persons who have
had some statistical tiairiing or experience. Cbnsulting statistical
service of a more specialized- character should be available in State
departments, if pos^sible, and nation-rvide agencies could be help-
ful also.a

Consideration o{ t,he present condition of iuvenile-court statisl ics
sugEests tu-o principal inethods by which they may be improved:
(riTne fundamentd,l method o{ education in better record keeping
ancl in the importance of trainecl service: and (2) the development
of concrete plans of tabulation and presentation of statistical material.
Both methods are important; eacf u'ill be assisted materially by the
Drosress of the othei. The committee of the National Probation
Lss"ociation is u-orking on improvemcnt of record forms and record
keepinq. The Childr"en's Buieau here pt'esenls a plan for obtaining
st,lf isri-cal matcrial through the cooperation o1' r.ourts and State
departments u'ith t. lre buriau. Probdbly a rclatively small number
o{ tour ts  u ' i l l  bc in  a po. i i ion at  f i rs t  to  ass is t  in  the development  of
th is  p lan,  but  i t  is  hofed t l rx t  eYc-ntual lv  i t  may extend to. tJre cour ts
o{ tl ie enii." countrS-, just as the birth-iegistration arcr, wldch in the
f i rs t  ycar  of  i ts  estabj ishment  ( I915)  compr ised only 10 Str tes,  is
stendi lv  expandinE and norv (1920) inc ludes 33 Stc lA ' '  rcprescnt ing
76 pel cent of the population of tire lJnited States'

failure to provide for the support of children, varies greatlv from
State to Stite; and though tholnclusion of such cases in a statement
of the work of any couriis esserrtial, an attempt t-o compilc informa-
tion concerning tfiem on a nationtrl scale has not been deemetl prac-
ticable at the present' t'ime.

BASIS OF PLAN

The basis of the plan is a statistical card to bei filled out bv each
couit oooperating with the Children's Bureau for each case of delin-
quei ) ( ' \ ' ,  c iependeiey,  or  neglect  d isposed o{  t lur ing a calendar ycer ,
and 1 ' r , r '  eaeh case"of  a de ' - i inquont ' ,  dependent ,  or  neglecter l  ch i ld
discharEed fi 'om probation or'supervision during the-year. It is
recosniZed that  f iom some poin ls  of  r iew i t  would be desi rable ' to
base"the siatistics olr cases rbferred raiirer than on t'hose disposed of
during the year; however, the irnportance of -prcsenting complete
infor f rat ion"rcgarding methods of

posecl of, rvhen comilete information is ai'aiiable, have influenced the
bhildr"tr'. Ruleau io deciile upon casos disposed oi as the unit for
tabulation.

The bureau will furnish cooperating courts with blank cards and
with addrcssed envelopes recluiring no postage for use in mail ing
the cards to the bureau. Courts u-i l l  be dskedlo send to the bureau
once a ve&r. as soon after Januarv 1 as possible, the cards cover'
ing cas6s d isposed of  dur ing l l re  c i lendar i -ear  jus l  comple iet l .  T lLe
bu"reau wii l be clad to makl arrangementi to have the cards scnt in
at  more f reeuen"t  in tervals  i f  anv oJ the cour ts  prefer  that  p lan '

tr'rom thdse carcls the bureau will compile-annuallv the tables
outlined in this bulletin. The tables wili be made out for each
cooperatinE courb, and copies r,r-i l l  be sent to the courts so that they
ma'ir be us"ed in their owir annual reports, if desired. If sufficient
maierial is received. the bureau rvif l publish eaeh .1'ear a report
summarizing, comparing, and interpreting the material sent in by
the diflerenI'courti. If is hoped that in this way information con-
eerning the trend of definquencv and dependency from year to year
wil l be made available.

If any cooperating court is required by law or custom to prepare
statistics on'the ba5is of fiscal vears which are not calendar years
(for examnle. if the court year erids on June 30 instead of on Decem-
ber 31). the'Children's Bi.reau will furnish such a court with tables
based on the court, vear, if such tables are desired and the necessary
information is furniihed'to the Children's Bureau. It is hoped, how-
ever, that the calendar year will be increasingly used lor court
statistics' 

aLTERNATTYE PLAN

Some courts having their own statistical service may prefer to
DreDare eaeh year for"the children's Bureau the tables outlined in
ihi.'b,rlt"tio. instead of sending the bureau a card for each case dis-
nosed of. State departmerrts Faving supervision over juvenile-court

work or receivins r^eports from iuvdnile courts ma.y be able to pre-
pare the tables,"or some of th-em, from returns filed with them.

The bureau will be glad to include among the cooperating courts
any u'hich furnish diiectlv or throuEh a State department lome or
all 'of the tables outlined j provided That the tahles are prepared in
accordance with the uniform procedure recommended.

Courts not wishing to use the statistical cards but willinE to fur-
nish tables will be sent separate sets of tables, with instruclions for
their use.

INFORMATION TO BE OBTAINED

The tables will show for each cooperating court the total number
of cases of delinqueney and of dependenciand neslect disposed of
durinq a year, thb chaises or natuie of the comolaiilts. the inethods
of car"e pdnding hearing"or disposition of case, tfic manner of dealing
wiih th-e cases--wheth-er throush official court action or unoficia-l
adjustment-and the types of disposition made (for example., place-
ment on probation or under sunervision. commitment to institutions
or agencibs). The number of diflerent chiidren dealt with will also
be shown, the number of children coming to the attention of the
court more than once, and certain social facts, $rch as sex, race, age,
parental condition, and lr-hereabouts of the bhildren when referieci
to the court,. fnformation concerninE the number of cases dis-
charged from probation or supervisionllenqth of time on probation
or uid"r supeirision. and reason for discha-rEe will be shori'n.

The inforination called for in the tables and"on the cards is regarded
as the minimum u'hich should be comniled bv all courts in oider to
furnish annuallv an index of the volunie of delinouency and depend-
enc.v coming to tlre attention of courts, the geneial cdaraeter of the
proirlems pi6senled, and the methods u'sed in"dealing with children's
iases. The plan does not afford a basis for study bf the eausatiye
factors in definquencv and dependencr'. nor of the results of various
kinds of treatment. 

'tr'or 
such a studv inanv additional items would

be essential-for example, those concernjng the phr-sical and mental
condition of the childr'en,'their school hist6ries, ih6 economic status
of the families, the characteristics of other members of the houscholds,
and the kinds of service rendered while the children $'ere on proba-
tion. Court records of investiEation and of children on probation or
under supervision shoulcl inclu?e such information, thich is needed
both forintelliEent treatment, of individual cases and as a basis for
intensive studiJs.6 In the future as court records are-improved and
statistical methods developed it mav be possible to add soine of these
items to those provided f<ir in this irlan.-

The subiectbf iuvenile-court stitistics is extremelv complicated.
AlthouEh this plari has been submitted in advance of"publiriation to
a numb"er of neisons who have had actual exnerience in luch statistics
and has been'revised in accordance with suggestions received, neyer-
theless it will continue to be.subject to such further revision and
possible amplification as experlence ma,v rndicate. Suggestions as to
difficulties ehcountered in ids nractical anplication and iirestions with
reference to internretation and methods bf procedure wili be esDeciallv
welcome. In acbordance with the suggeition of the committee o"f

Three kinds of cards will be furnished to courts coopela,tins v/itrfu
the Childrea's Bulssu-one {or delinquenc.y cases dealt'u'irtr officiulv
or ]lnoficially, one- for dependencl- aird neglect cases dealt with offi'-
crally or unofhcrally, and one for cases of children on probation or
under supervision, under ofrcial order of the court or tlirouEh unof-
ficial arrangement.. - Cards are not to be filled out for the f6llowing
classes of cases which-may come u-ithirr the jurisdiction of the court:
cases of children held as witnesses and not dealt rvith as delinquent,
deperrdent, or neglected childrcn; c_ases referred to the courf, ody
lor the purpose of obtaining.pulr l ic ajd for chi ldren in their  own homesl
cases of contributing to dehncluency or dependency,_offenses against
cnl loren, nonsupport ,  est i lb l lshment of palernrty;  and cases of feeble-
mindc, l  or elr i ler i r ic.chi idren not dealt  u ' i th as" del inquent,  c lepend-
ent,  or neglecrer l  chi ldren.

FORM OF CARD

The cards will be 5 inches by 8 inches in size and will be nrinted in
colors, buff being used for delinquency (No. 1), blue tor ddpendencv
o^r nggle_ct (No.21, and q-hite t'6r probation or supervision (No. B).
Cards Nos. 1 and 2 will bc printed on both sides, bard No. B on one
side only. _The delinquenc)' and dependency cards are similar in
content. The forms oT the-cards are given oh the following pages.

At the beginning of the vear (or of the month) in which this plan
is adoptcd ihe corirt should pick out all cases of dolinquelsl-, 'de-
pendency, and neglect carried bver from the previous vear'(or month)
hnd not"yet  d isp 'oscd , f .  For  each pen. l ing del inquencv erse the
informatibn calle'd for undr,r items 1 tb Z. inclusive.'of the buff card
(No.  1)  should be entered.  These i tems,  which appear aborr '  the
first heavy l ine on the card are as follows: Name of court, child's
name, boi' or girl, date of birth, rrrobation-office number t1o he
entered fijr boih offrcial and unofficial cases), dopket number (if
official case). date referred to court. The cards should then be
placed in a file or box and for convenience in later use should be
arrcngcd numericallv according to the probation-office nunrber.
As ea'ch new' case of"delinquenci,- is referrtid during the vear a nc\\'
card should bc made out in the"same rvav. with eitries bnlv under
items 1 to 7, inclusive. The ne'iv cards shbuld be placed in the same
file or box as the cards for pending cases and filed numerically accord-
ing to the probation-office numbir. If the sa,me child is reierred to
coirri on a ncw charge more than once during thc year a rtew card
should be made out for crch case.

The same procedure should be follorved for the blue card (No. 2)
used for dependencv and neglect cases.

\\-hen a delinquencr-, dep-endency, or neglect case is disposed of
through official court order (dismissal, probation. commilm.ent, eic.)
the statistical card for that, case should be taken from the lile and
complete information enter'ed, by checking the items appearing on
both sides of the card and fi l l ing'in the da"tes called for. ' The"card
should then be returned to the

but placed back of a guide card

marked "closed." It wil l not be needed aEain unti l the time comes
for sending in the cards to the Children's-Bureau. The same pro-
cedure sho'uld be followed when a case is disposed of unoffici-allv
*tll::"'illilt-fti'i"3i 

each year the cards ,"*r.,,''* in the p"'ai'g
file should be taLen out and "each case looked up to delermino i'hethei
or not the case has in fact been disposed of during the year just
passcd. If it is found that a disposition has been made the card
ihould bc completed, by checking the items and fil l ing in the dates,
and olaced with the caids for clo"sed cases. AII the c-ards for closed
cases'should then be sent to the Children's Bureau. The cards re-
maining will be those for cases carried over into the new year. They
shouldTe counted and a statement sent to the Children's Bureau
containing the following information :

Numbei of delinouenly cases carried over into the new vear. Of
these, number referred tluring the year; number carried dver from
preceding year.' 

Iumb6iof dependencv or neglect cases carried over into the new
year. O{ these,'numbei referr6d during the year; number carried
over from preceding vear.

The carcis for peidinq cases should become the nucleus of the file
for thrr ncu- r'eur. to be domnleted as thc cases are disposed of.

If desiredl caid. fo. clos'ed cases may be sent to^the Children's
Burea,u each month.

init iate cou"rt actibn, for adiudication by the judge or rel 'eree.' A
case dcalt *ith unofficiallv is one nol pldced on the offieial calendar
bv the f i l ing of  a pet i t ionbr  compla int 'hut  d isposed of  by the judge,
refer.e, pro-bation-offi.cer, o1 othei officer of the court.

POINT AT WHICH CASE IS TO BE CONSTDERED DISPOSED OF

A case dealt rvith ofif icially should be considered disposed o{ when
an official court order such"as "dismissed," "placed on probation,"

"committed to institution," etc., is entered on the docket. Cases
desisnatcd bv such terms as "continuecl indefinitely" ot "continued
gene"rrlh'," iri s-hich no further action is taken or superr-ision gir-en but
in  $ 'h ic l i  iur i id ic t ion is  mainta ined,  so that  i {  a  l ike s i tuat ion ar ises
Iater the iuse mav be brouqht into court again without the filing of a
new oetition. also sirould b-e considered clisposed of.

Cases in u-hich the persons concerned faiied to appear and cases in
u-hich r bench trar.rnt lr-as issued but not serred shbuld be considered
as disposed of by an indefinite continuance if no further action is
taken within the'period of one year. In othe-r u'ord-s, they rvill not
be considerecl as ilosecl cases until one Year from the date of last
entrv. Cases continued until a definite date on rvhich they must
he bioueht into court again for hearing. or continued {or a short t ime
for  somE def in i te  purpole (such as me-dical  eraminat ion) ,  the date of
the subsequent h'earinE to be fixed later, should not be considered
disnosecl uT but shouid- be kept open unti l further action is taken.
Ho'rvever, i{ no further action is taken rvithin one,year they should
be considered as disposed of also at tlie end of that period by an
indefinite continuance.

A ,:'ase clealt u'itir uno{Ecial1y shouid be considered dispose,l of v'hen
some definite action has been taken, such as a recommendation for
care of chitd (for example, prrents or guardians to place child in
institution or elservhere) i plan for treatm6nt (placement, under super-
