fn July, 1929, the President appointed a planning committee for a,
White llouse Conference on Child Health and Protection. Workinq
committees and subcommittees were organized in the early autumi
in the following fields: L Medical servicel II. Public-health service
and administration; III. Education and training; and IV. The han-
dicapped-prevention, maintenance, protection. The Secretary of
Labor is viie chairman of the conference, and the Chief oI the ehil-
dren's Bureau is a member of the planning committee and secretary
of the executive committee. Division direitors and members of th"el
bureau stafr are serving on committees in all four maior divisions of
the conference.

The director of the social-service division has given much time to
attendance at the committee meetings of the subdivision on l{ational,
S;;1;;;;a io.ur p"Uri. ancl privatJ agencies of Section I\r and the
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olanning of surveys that have been made by this committee. In
brder to meet the-requests for information on child-welfare legis-
lation two ailditional persons were employed in the social-service
division for legal research, and matcrial has been prepared on the
subject of State adminjstrative provisions for the care of-handicapped
children and on mothers' allorvances.

The director of the industrial division is serving as chairman of
the section on child labor of the committee on vocational guida.nce
and child labor of Section III and is directing the research ar.rd
compilation of information for the use of the various subcommittees
of this committe,e. The industrial clivision is also. cooperating,
through preparation of forms and analyses of returns, in an inquiry
rvhiclithe committee is making into occupations, hours of labor, and
wages of employed children.

In addition to work for the child-Iabor section of the committee
the industrial division of the bureau is assisting the vocational-
guidance section bv bringing up to date the repolt on Vocational
Grr idance and Junior Placement in 12 ci t ies, publ ished by the bureatt
in 1925 in cooperation with the junior division of the Employment
*Service of the Department of Labor.

The work of all these committees and subcommittees will be ern-
hodied in a report to the conference, which will meet in November,
1930. 'Ihe first White l{ouse conference, assembled by President
Roosqvelt in 1909, recommended the creation of the Childrents
Rureau. and this recommendation was transmitted to Congress with
their indorsements bv both President Roosevelt and Presiilent Taft.
At the request of President Wilson a Conferenee on Minimum
Standards of Child Welfare was assembled bv the Children's Bureau
in 1919. The conference that will meet in 1930 reflects in its orsani-
zation the seneral conclusion of the first conference. which waJthat
there shouid be a national agency surveying and coordinatinq the
interests of the child as a while. " The wbrk"of the 1930 confelence
should make a sreat contribution to national understanding of tFre
related problems of childhood.
